· Be precise about the addresses. Always make sure that you send your e-mails to the right partners.

· Always write the subject of your letter in the subject line

· Be short, precise and friendly ( use the words "please" and "thank you")

· If you make an answer, be clear about what you are answering to

· Remember that English is a foreign language for all partners

· If you are asked to attach documents, please do so

· Always remember to use WinZip, when you attach documents (Word, Auto-Cad, Pictures, etc.)

· Read through your own letters before you mail them, make sure that they are easy to understand, and that your message is clear.
